1.
Introduction
Bids will be received by the Fauquier County Water and Sanitation Authority (the "Authority") at the office of the Authority, 7172 Kennedy Road, Warrenton, Virginia 20187, until 2:00 p.m. local time, April 11, 2018 at which time they will be publicly opened and read aloud in said office.  Bids received after the stated deadline will be discarded.

A statement that: "This Container is Not To Be Opened Prior To The Bid Opening"

Should any Bid be received which is not so identified, the Bidder assumes the risk that the submission will be opened prior to Bid Opening.  Bids so opened shall be disqualified.

If forwarded by mail, the sealed envelope containing the Bid must be enclosed in another envelope addressed to the Authority.

All Bids must be made on the required Bid Proposal form.  All blank spaces for Bid Prices must be filled in, in ink or typewritten, and the Bid must be fully completed and properly executed when submitted.  Only one (1) copy of the Bid Proposal form and supporting documents is required to be submitted.

The Authority in its sole discretion may waive any informalities or minor defects and reserves the right to reject any and all Bids.  Any Bid received after the time and date specified shall not be considered.  Any Bid may be withdrawn prior to the scheduled time and date for the opening of the Bids or any authorized postponement thereof.  No Bidder may withdraw a Bid within sixty (60) days after the actual opening thereof unless the Bidder follows Procedure (i) as specified in Section 11-54.A of the Code of Virginia 1950, as may be amended.  Should there be reasons why the contract cannot be awarded within the sixty-(60) day period, the time may be extended by mutual agreement between the Authority and the Bidder.

Bidders must satisfy themselves as to the accuracy of the estimated quantities in the contract documents by examination of the site and specifications, including any Addenda.  After Bids have been submitted, the Bidder shall not assert that there was a misunderstanding concerning the quantities of Work or the nature of the Work to be done.

The Contract Documents contain the provisions required for the construction of the Project.  Information obtained from any officer, agent, or employee of the Authority or any other person shall not modify the Contract Documents or otherwise affect the risks or obligations assumed by the Contractor or relieve him from fulfilling any conditions of the Contract Documents.
A Performance Bond, Payment Bond and Bid Bond will be required under this Bid.  The Contractor shall, within fourteen (14) days of issuance of a Notice of Award, furnish a Performance Bond and a Payment Bond in an amount at least equal to the amount of the Total Bid Price.
On or about the first of each month, the Contractor shall make and certify an estimate of the amount and the fair value of the Work performed and may apply for partial payment therefore.  The Owner may, in his discretion, revise the estimate to show the actual value of Work completed in accordance with the Owner's observation of the Work.

The Bidder to whom the contract is awarded will be required to execute the Agreement and obtain the Certificates of Insurance within ten (10) calendar days from the date when the Notice of Award is issued by the Authority accompanied by the Construction Agreement.  In the case of failure of the Bidder to execute the Construction Agreement, or to obtain the Certificates of Insurance, the Authority may at its option consider the Bidder in default.

The Authority, within ten (10) days of receipt of acceptable Certificates of Insurance (in the coverages and amounts specified in the Contract Documents) and Construction Agreement signed by the Bidder to whom the contract was awarded, shall sign the Construction Agreement and return to such Bidder an executed duplicate of the Construction Agreement.

The Authority anticipates that a Notice to Proceed will be issued within ten (10) business days after the execution of the agreement by the Authority.  Should there be reasons why the Notice to Proceed cannot be issued within such a period, the time may be extended by mutual agreement between the Authority and Contractor.  If the Notice to Proceed has not been issued within the sixty-(60) day period or within the period mutually agreed upon, the Contractor may by written notice terminate the Construction Agreement without further liability on the part of either party.

The Authority may make such investigations as he deems necessary to determine the ability of the Bidder to perform the Work, and the Bidder shall furnish the Authority all such information and data for this purpose as the Authority may require. The Authority reserves the right to reject any Bid if the evidence submitted by, or the investigation of, such Bidder fails to satisfy the Authority that such Bidder is properly qualified to carry out the obligations of the Contract Documents and to complete the Work in accordance therewith.

A conditional or qualified Bid will not be accepted.  The Contract will be awarded to the lowest responsive and responsible Bidder.

All applicable laws, ordinances, and rules and regulations of all authorities having jurisdiction over construction of the project shall apply to the Contract throughout.

Each Bidder is responsible for inspecting the site and for reading and being thoroughly familiar with the Contract Documents.  The failure or omission of any Bidder to do any of the foregoing shall in no way relieve any Bidder from any obligation in respect to his Bid.

The apparent low Bidder will provide the names and addresses of major materials Suppliers and Subcontractors when requested to do so by the Authority.

2.
Location and Scope
It is the intent of this contract to obtain in place, waterline construction and related services which will be invoiced at the rates specified in the contract.  The Authority may order all or none of the services specified over the span of this contract.  The Location and Scope are outlined in the Scope of Work.

3.
Bidder's Responsibility
Bidders shall assume all responsibility for conditions that may exist at the site of the proposed Work and adjacent premises, including approach and access to the sites, and for delivering and handling materials at the site, and for all difficulties involved in the completion of all the Work ordered under this Contract in accordance with its requirements.

Bidders shall examine the Contract Documents and shall exercise their own judgment as to the nature and amount of the whole of the Work to be done, and for the proposal prices must assume all risk by variance, by whomsoever made, in any computation or statement of amounts or quantities necessary to fully complete the Work in strict compliance with the Contract Documents.

Bidders shall assume all responsibility for the location of public utility pipelines and other structures that may be involved during construction, relocation or servicing of any water main.  Plans will be issued for the Project which will be sufficiently detailed to describe the location and extent of Work required; however, the successful Bidder shall assume responsibility for the type of material which may be encountered during any construction, including amounts of water, peat, clay, sand, quicksand, gravel, glacial drift, boulders, conglomerate, or other material.
If the Bidder, in his opinion, encounters rock sufficient to charge the per LF rock rate, he must immediately contact FCWSA, Superintendent of Construction, for his/her approval of the initiation of the per LF rock rate.  FCWSA Superintendent of Construction, in his/her sole discretion, shall make the determination as to whether or not field conditions merit the initiation of the per LF rock rate.  Any work performed prior to receiving FCWSA Superintendent of Construction’s approval of the per LF rock rate shall be paid at the regular rate.

No plea of ignorance of conditions that exist or that may hereafter exist, or of conditions or difficulties that may be encountered in the execution of the Work under this Contract will be accepted as an excuse for any failure or omission on the part of the Contractor to fulfill, in every detail, all of the requirements of the Contract Documents, or will be accepted as a basis for any claims whatsoever for extra compensation or for an extension of time.

The Bidder must meet all of the requirements set forth herein, including the qualifications required in Sections 4 and 6 herein, including evidence of his past safety record.

4.
Contractors Registration Law
Bidders shall comply with the rules and regulations relating to the practice of General Contracting in the Commonwealth of Virginia.  Bidders are required under Chapter 11, Title 54.1, Code of Virginia 1950, as amended, to show evidence of certificate of registration before a proposal may be received and considered.  

Each Bidder shall place on the outside of the envelope containing his proposal and in his proposal over his signature one of the following notations:  "Registered Virginia Contractor No." or "Registration not required under Chapter 11, Title 54.1, Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended."
Contractor's registration requirements shall apply to all subcontractors.

A Contractor operating as a partnership or under an assumed or fictitious name shall file a certificate as provided by Chapter 5 of Title 59.1 of the Code of Virginia of 1950, as amended.

5.
Laws and Regulations
Contractors will be required to comply with all laws of the Commonwealth of Virginia and all ordinances and regulations of the Fauquier County Water and Sanitation Authority and Fauquier County, in the execution of the Work.
6.
Qualifications of Bidders
Each proposal must be accompanied by statements and forms.  The required documents are listed below:

A.
OSHA Form No. 300 and a list of all citations which have become final or which were the subject of a settlement agreement, in the preceding three year period for:
(1)
Willful violations, violations for failure to abate, or repeated violations, for which the Bidder was cited by: 

(a)
the United States Occupational Safety and Health Administration;

(b)
the Virginia Occupational Safety and Health Administration; or

(c)
the occupational safety and health plan of any other state; and

(2)
serious construction safety violations for which the Bidder was cited by the United States Occupational Safety and Health Administration or the Virginia Occupational Safety and Health Administration following a report or notification to the Bidder, his agent or employee of such hazard of potential violation by a Fauquier County inspector or by an Authority inspector.

The Bidder may include a statement of any facts surrounding any citation or violation, which may be relevant, as well as a description of any safety measures or safety training programs instituted since the issuance of any citation or the occurrence of any violation.  The Bidder shall certify by sworn affidavit that such list is complete.


B.
The Bidder must include certification of the following qualifications:


(1)
Must have Class A Contractor License;

(2)
Must have a minimum ten (10) years experience in directional drilling and installation of waterline and sewer pipe;



(3)
Must be certified in pipe fusion, butt fusion and electro fusion;

(4)
Must have the necessary equipment for drilling hard rock, if encountered.

C. 
On a separate sheet of paper, please provide 3 Professional References that can attest to the bidders ability to perform the proposed work.

D.
Any additional information required to show that the Bidder can meet the basis of award found in Section 13 herein, and is adequately prepared to fulfill the requirements of the Contract Documents.

7.
Insurance Required
The successful Bidder and his Subcontractors will be required to procure and pay for insurance covering the Work in accordance with the provisions of Section A-7 (Insurance) of the Construction Agreement.

The limits of coverage of All Risks Insurance shall be as required in Section A-7 (Insurance) of the Construction Agreement.

8.
Quantities Estimated Only
The estimate of quantities of the various items of Work, equipment and materials, as set forth in the Proposal form, is approximate only and is given solely to be used as a uniform basis for the comparison of proposals.  The quantities actually required to complete the Work may be more or less than so estimated.

9.
Addenda and Interpretations
No interpretation of the meaning of the Contract Documents will be made to any Bidder orally and if made in such a manner, may not be relied upon by any Bidder for any purpose.  Every request for such interpretation must be in writing addressed to: Fauquier County Water and Sanitation Authority, Attn: Mr. Jason Bailey, Proposal Manager, 7172 Kennedy Road, Warrenton, VA 20187.  To be given consideration, such requests must be received at least five (5) days prior to the date fixed for the receiving of proposals.  Any and all such interpretations and any supplemental instructions will be returned in writing to the prospective Bidder requesting such interpretations, or will be in the form of written addenda which, if issued, will be sent by certified mail, with return receipt requested, to all prospective Bidders, at the respective addresses furnished for such purpose, no later than three (3) days prior to the date fixed for the receiving of proposals.  Failure of any Bidder to receive any such addenda or interpretation shall not relieve said Bidder from any obligation under his proposal as submitted.  All addenda so issued shall become part of the Contract Documents.

10.
Form, Preparation and Presentation of Proposals

Proposals shall be submitted on the Bid Proposal form.  All blank spaces for proposal prices must be filled in, in ink, or typewritten, with the unit or lump sum prices, or both, for which the Proposal is made.  If proposals contain any omissions, erasures, alterations, additions, or items not called for in the itemized Proposal, or contain irregularities or unbalancing of any kind; such may constitute sufficient cause for rejection of the Proposal.  Each price submitted by the Bidder shall represent a fair and just price for the Work to be performed.  In case of any discrepancy in the unit price or lump sum price proposed for any item in the Proposal, the price as expressed in written words will govern.  In no case is the Construction Agreement form to be filled out or signed by the Bidder.

The Bid must be signed and notarized and be presented on the prescribed form in a sealed envelope on or before the time and at the place stated in the Request for Bids, Information for Bidders, endorsed with the name of the person, firm or corporation presenting it, the date of presentation, and the title of the Work for which the proposal is made.

11.
Rejection of Proposals

The Authority reserves the right to reject any Proposal if investigation of such Bidder fails to satisfy the Authority that such Bidder is properly qualified, as required in Section 6, herein, to carry out the obligations and to complete the Work contemplated therein.  Any or all Proposals will be rejected if there is reason to believe that collusion exists among the Bidders.

Proposals will be considered irregular and may be rejected if they show serious omissions, alterations in form; additions not called for, conditions or unauthorized alternates or irregularities of any kind.  The Authority reserves the right to reject any or all Proposals and to waive such technical errors as may be deemed to be in the best interests of the Authority.

Comparison of Proposals

Proposals will be compared on the basis of a total Bid Price.  

13.
Basis of Award

The Contract will be awarded, if at all, under the terms and conditions of the Contract Documents, to the lowest responsive and responsible Bidder, as determined by the Authority.  In making its determination of the best proposal, the Authority will give substantial weight to the following factors in order shown:
A.
Ability to respond to Work requirements set forth in the Contract Documents.

B.
Price.

C.
Prior satisfactory experience in utility service contracts.

D.
Contractor's safety record.

E.
Quality and timeliness of work performed.

F.
Current level of experience of firm's personnel.

G.
Firm's financial stability.

H.
Heavy Equipment Inventory.

I.
Ability to perform the specified work under minimum supervision.

All bidders shall submit a short narrative response which details their experience and expertise in respect to the above criteria.

While price is a consideration, it shall not be the sole determining factor.  Unless all Proposals are rejected, the award will be made within sixty (60) days after the opening of Proposals.
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
